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I've got a project coming up for which I will likely need to record some interviews, so after some 

Googling about I purchased this little item, the Chill Pill iPod microphone. 

 

 
 

It's very small, about the size of the last joint of your pinky finger. It was less than $20. I received it and was prepared for 

its operation to be somehow annoying. Things usually are, in some way. Imagine my surprise when it was slick as all get-

out. You plug the microphone into your headphone jack, and in the main menu of your iPod (the music/videos/podcasts 

menu) a new item appears: Voice Memos. You select it, and it shows if there are recordings on the iPod, and has an item 

labeled Start Recording. You do that, and it starts recording, and there you go. 

 

I worried too that getting the recordings to my computer would be somehow annoying. But no. I synced my iPod, and 

found that when it was done, there was a new Voice Memos playlist in my iTunes. There was the test recording I'd made. 

And it actually sounded pretty great. 

 

The only thing that was a little surprising was that once the recording is saved to your computer, it's deleted from the iPod. 

It would also be difficult to listen to the recordings on the iPod before they are transferred, since the microphone goes in 

the headphone jack and you only get the Voice Memos menu accessible when the microphone is there. You'd need 

speakers. Which is maybe possibly a point of detraction but probably not a huge one. 

 

One thing that makes me nervous is that it's so small. I'm afraid of losing it. The cap does have a little thingie for your 

keychain but it is so tiny that I can't fit it on any of my keychains. Possibly I could use lanyard string or something. For the 

mo I have it in a pouch with the tips for the portable charger.
